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Mature Industry


I confess that I’m somewhat pessimistic about the present state of our floraculture industry. Our overall lower profits, increasing costs, and flat sales of cut flowers make it difficult for me to be completely positive.  At the same time I’ve been positive about what I see as an untapped potential for our industry, which brings me to the following point.  Northern Flower Growers have been very active during the last 2-3 years trying to establish a way forward for the promotion of cut flowers.  The outcomes now appear positive with funding being collected through Floramax (by way of a levy) for a comprehensive radio campaign in the Tauranga district.  We await the results of this campaign eagerly.  The Central Region growers group based in Palmerston North is also looking to put together an advertising campaign.  On top of this Nancy Beck from Northern Flower Growers also has received funding through the NZ Promotion Trust for an all out presentation and display of cut flowers at this year Elleslie Flower Show.  This is an exciting project and again we can only see positive results from this.  The best data available shows that only 16% who purchase cut flowers regularly are women in the 25-40 age groups on good incomes.  The in depth research into who/what and why for flower purchases in New Zealand was undertaken by the Northern Flower Growers Association at the considerable cost of around $16,000.  This was the first time this type of in-depth research had been carried out on the New Zealand consumer.  The results of this research have been freely available for some time now and probably already forgotten about in some quarters who disagree with hard earned dollars being spent on promoting flowers.  If the industry is willing to accept that we can never convince the other 84% of our population to purchase flowers on some sort of a regular basis then you can probably say we are a mature industry.  However, I don’t believe for one second that we can’t increase the NZ market for our products.  Even a 10% increase from 16% to 26% of people who purchase flowers regularly would make a huge difference.  Anyone who accepts the “Mature NZ Floraculture statement is simply surrendering to the attitude of “that’s the way it is, so live with it.
